THE SUNDAY OF ORTHODOXY

+Fr. Julian Katrij
“We pay homage to Your undefiled image, good Lord,
and beg pardon for our faults, Christ our God.”
(Troparion)

The first Sunday of
the Great Fast is called the
Sunday of Orthodoxy. What
do we mean by “orthodoxy”?
The word “orthodoxy” stems
from the Greek word
“orthodoxia” (orthos = right;
doksa = opinion) which sig-
nifies the true faith and the
true worship of God. We are
J not speaking here of ortho-
doxy as we understand it to-
day as being opposed to the
Catholic Church, but ortho-
doxy, as applied to the whole
Church of Christ until the
schism between the Eastern
and Western Churches which
occurred in the eleventh cen-
tury under the patriarch
Cerularius (1054). The ortho-
doxy that we celebrate this
Sunday is universal-catholic
orthodoxy, professed by the
entire Church of Christ of the
first centuries in the battle against the heresy of Icono-
clasm (Gr — eikon = image; klastes = a breaker; - an im-
age breaking heresy). The Sunday of Orthodoxy is a
festival for the whole Church, both Eastern and West-
ern. It is the festive celebration of the decisive victory
over Iconoclasm and other heresies.

The Council of Constantinople in the year 842
instituted the Sunday of the Triumph of Orthodoxy and
decreed that it be celebrated yearly. The purpose of this
feast is to pay solemn public homage and veneration to
the holy icons of Jesus Christ, the Blessed Mother of
God, and all the Saints. The first celebration of Ortho-
doxy, that is, the first public veneration of holy icons
after the condemnation of the heresy of Iconoclasm,
occurred on the first Sunday of Lent in 842 A.D. This

Sunday, even today, is called the Sunday of the Veneration
of Holy Icons, although this feast bears no relation to the
Great Fast.

The spirit that pervades the liturgy of the Sunday
of Orthodoxy is one of joy, victory, triumph, honor and
veneration for the holy icons. “Today, O faithful, let us
calp our hands with joy,” says the canon in the first Ode of
the Matins service, “and cry: ‘How wonderful are Your
works, O Christ, and how great Your power, for You bring
to fulfillment our unity and harmony.” Come, all you en-
lightened by God, and let us celebrate this joyous day. To-
day heaven and earth rejoice and the angelic choirs and
assemblies of peoples especially celebrate.”

“Today the light of devotion has shone forth to
all,” we sing in the sticheras of Great Vespers, “banishing
the deceit of impiety like a cloud, and illumining the hearts
of the faithful. Come, all you orthodox Christians, let us
devoutly fall down before the venerable icons of Christ.”

In the Matins service we sing at the sticheras of
Praises: “Today is a day filled with joy and gladness, for
the true dogma shines with splendor, and the Church of
Christ is adorned once more with glorious images, and the
unity of the faithful is pleasing to God.”

In the eighth Ode of the canon of Matins we read:
“Preserving the ancestral laws of the Church, we depict
images of Christ and the Saints, and as we kiss them with
our lips, in heart and desire, we cry out, all the works of the
Lord bless the Lord.”

WHAT DOES PSALM 12 MEAN?

The Bible does not shy away from
recording honest human complaints. Faced
with evil or persecution, believers some-
times ask, "where are you, God?" David's
| opening lines of this psalm resemble re-

{ marks made in other Old Testament pas-
sages (Habakkuk 1:2-4; Psalm 22:1). As
usual, Scripture brings those comments into
~ context, showing that God will always vin-

dicate His people, eventually. David
mourns over what seems to be a complete lack of good peo-
ple: in a poetic sense, "everyone" has become a double-
talking liar (Psalm 12:1-2).

In response, David calls on God to judge these wicked peo-
ple. To "flatter" means to heap praise on someone; in con-
texts such as this, it implies dishonest or exaggerated com-
pliments. These are usually given to soften someone up,
lowering their guard so they can be taken advantage of.
Much as he noted in other psalms (Psalm 10:6, 13), David
sees arrogance in these wicked people. They think their
smooth talk and deception will keep them from any conse-
quences (Psalm 12:3-4).

Also echoing his other psalms, David connects wickedness
with an abuse of the poor and weak (Psalm 9:12; 10:2-3).
His earlier despair and anguish are balanced by a trust in
God. He knows God will, in the end, ultimately judge evil
(Psalm 12:5).

Verse 6 makes a direct contrast to the lies and insincerity of
the wicked. God's words, including His written Word, are
compared to ultra-refined precious metals. The refining
process removes impurities and lesser metals, leaving only
the pure, valuable substance. Seven is the biblical number
of perfection, so this implies that God's Word is absolutely
perfect in its purity (Psalm 12:6).

The end of the psalm returns to the same theme as the be-
ginning. Humanity is saturated with corruption and evil.
The Bible uses the term "generation" to refer to family
trees, such as fathers and sons. It also uses the term in refer-
ence to cultures or societies. "This generation," from which
the poor will be protected, are these liars and deceivers
mentioned in prior verses. In the New Testament, Peter will
echo the idea of evil hunting like a predator (1 Peter 5:8).
The term translated "vileness" implies something cheap or
worthless: instead of honoring the refined silver of God's
Word, mankind tends to prefer inferior lies and deceptions
(Psalm 12:7-8).

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“THE GREAT FAST IS ONLY A DIET, IF IN STRIV-
ING TO ABSTAIN FROM FOOD, WE END UP HAV-
ING NO TIME FOR GOD” (Part 1)

The Great Fast, the longest
and the strictest fast of the
entire liturgical year has
already begun. However, we
should understand that its
main concern is not only
refraining from certain foods
or the usual activities of life.
The Great Fast calls us to
deepen our spiritual rela-
tionship with God. Father
Vasyl Rudeyko, Doctor of
Theology, vice head of the
Patriarchal Liturgical Com-
mission of UGCC, pastor of
the Blessed Hieromartyr
Klymentiy Sheptytsky in Lviv
explains this in the following
interview.

Is it true that the Great
Fast was established to fol-
low Christ who fasted 40
days and nights in the de-
sert?

There are four fasts during
the liturgical year in the
Byzantine tradition. The fast
before the Resurrection is
the longest and has the most
complicated structure in
terms of liturgical services.
Besides the Great Fast, there
is the Nativity (Philip’s)
Fast, the Dormition Fast be-
fore the Feast of the Assumption, and the Apostles Fast be-
fore the Feast of St. Peter and Paul. Each of them defines
the main cycles of celebrations in a liturgical year. Thus, we
have a movable cycle where we find the Great Fast, immov-
able cycle (the central feast is Christmas), cycles of the The-
otokos (the main feast is Dormition of the Theotokos), and
the cycle of the saints leading up to the Feast of the Great
Apostles Peter and Paul.

Which days of the Great Fast are considered very strict?

There are two days when we observe strict fast — Monday of
the first week and Great Friday, on the day of the presenta-
tion of the Holy Shroud.

What is the structure of the Great Fast?

A long time ago, the feast of Pascha was preceded by a
one-day fast (the fast of Holy Saturday).
Since that time, the fast of Holy Saturday has
remained the main fasting day of the Great
Fast, however with a little shift to Friday.
The next step in the development of the
Great Fast structure was establishing the so-
called Easter Triduum (Great Friday, Satur-
day and Sunday). It begins on the evening of
Holy Thursday where the Liturgy of St. Basil
and Vespers commemorates the Last Supper
and proceeds to the Matins of Holy Friday. A
very special service of the Triduum is the
presentation of the Holy Shroud and the Or-
thros of Holy Saturday. The Easter Triduum concludes
with the Liturgy of St. Basil the Great and a special
reading on Holy Saturday which sometimes was com-
bined with baptism of catechumens. This is a special
service that symbolizes the break between Jesus’s de-
scending into Hades and His Resurrection. This is the
reason why the priests wear lenten phelons during first
half of the services and then change into festive ones.
The next step in the Great Fast development was adding
one more week. It began on Sunday of Lazarus and end-
ed on Holy Saturday. The final step of such develop-
ment consisted in adding pre-lenten Sundays (the Sun-
day of Pharisee and Publican, Sunday of Prodigal Son,
Meatfare and Cheesefare Sundays). Another reason why
the structure of the Great Fast is complicated, is because
it embraces many church traditions. On the one hand —
the Alexandrian tradition, whose central service is the
Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, and on the other - a
monastic and church tradition according to which para-
bles are read during the Lenten days and the days of
veneration of the saints. This is what defines the main
theme of the Great Fast. Not only does it strive to
demonstrate abstinence from certain foods or actions,
but also the sense of Christian life. All these ideas are
intricately interwoven in various liturgical services.

On Wednesday of the fourth week we venerate the
Cross. What kind of feast is it?

This is one more complication in our liturgical prepara-
tion to the feast of Pascha. According to the synaxarion
that is read on that day, the Holy Cross is exalted as
“lifegiving”. This symbolizes the giving of life rather
than Christ’s crucifixion. Being the cause of Jesus’s
death and resurrection, it transforms into the lifegiving
strength. The cross is exalted in the middle of the Lenten
period to show the faithful who have passed the mid-
point of the fast, that the lifegiving cross is the strength
that can help them continue their Lenten journey. The
Hymn of Veneration “Before the Cross, we bow down
in worship, O Master, and Thy holy resurrection, we
glorify” signifies Christ’s resurrection because it stresses
that even though the cross was the instrument of Jesus’s
death, it became a step in the deification of a human be-
ing.
