1.HOLINESS IS THE VOCATION OF EVERY CHRISTIAN
In 2023, on the 1035th anniversary of the Baptism Rus-Ukraine
by St. Volodymyr the Great will be celebrated, when "Our God
had mercy, and did not neglect us, and saved us, and brought us
to the true faith" (Hilarion of Kyiv, "The Word of Law and
Grace"). This event is the turning point in the history of our peo-
ple, because even though Christianity was present on our lands
long before that, it was from 988 that our national traditions and
cultural identity were grafted onto the life-giving vineyard - the
Church of Christ, from which we have been drawing strength for
more than a millennium, overcoming various challenges and
difficulties. Since then, our Church has become like the soul of
the Ukrainian people, entering deeply into its history and closely
intertwined with all manifestations of our family, public and
national life.

Having joined the one, holy, catholic , and apostolic Church, our
people became part of a large Christian family, which at that
time, already had a history of almost a thousand years. Christian
moral values, traditions and spiritual treasures grafted on
Ukrainian soil have borne their generous fruits. Among other
things, it is, above all, holiness. The word "holy" comes from the
Hebrew word "kadosh", which means separation, separation
from all that is bad and evil, from that which comes from the
evil one and not from God. Holiness is spiritual perfection, and
only God is absolutely holy. Created in the image of God (cf.
Gen. 1, 27), every person is called to acquire His likeness - holi-

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ness. "You must be holy, because I, the Lord, your God, am
holy," we read in the Old Testament book Leviticus (19:2; cf. I
Pet. 1:14-16). "Therefore, as God's elect, holy and beloved,
clothe yourself with a tender heart, kindness, humility, meek-
ness, long-suffering," the apostle Paul urges (Col. 3, 12). Saints
are people who here on earth live by eternal Divine truths.

The Fathers of the Second Vatican Council emphasized
the universal vocation to holiness of all people, because all have
received the same sanctifying Holy Spirit and are called to the
fullness of Christian life and perfect love. The faithful must
make every effort to achieve this perfection, so that, following in
His footsteps, they become conformed to His image and, obey-
ing the will of the Father in everything, dedicate themselves to
the glory of God and the service of their neighbors (cf. Dogmat-
ic Constitution "Light of Nations", p. 40). The path of holiness is
avoiding evil and creating good, it is the ability to distinguish
truth from falsehood, good from evil, clean from impure.

2. SAINTS ARE AN EXAMPLE TO FOLLOW

There were always holy ascetics and righteous men of
God and in all countries where the Gospel of Christ was
preached. Bringing it [the Gospel] to life in our lands and allow-
ing itself to be guided and sanctified by the Holy Spirit, the
Church of the Baptism of St. Volodymyr gave forth from its
bosom many of its own spiritual ascetics - equal to the apostles,
monastics, miracle workers, sanctifiers, martyrs and confessors.
This is the evangelical educational ideal, Christian pedagogy,
because they show how to educate a perfect human person, how
to grow to "the perfection of a man, to the measure of the full
growth of the fullness of Christ" (Eph. 4, 13). That is why the
Church of Christ has venerated holy people in a special way,
who, by their pious life, drew upon themselves the mercy of
God and became an example for Christians to follow. Taking an
example from them, using their experience, their prayers and
teachings, we can correctly realize our earthly Christian life.

3. SAINTS ARE HEAVENLY PATRONS AND INTERCESSORS

In addition to the fact that the saints and the righteous
give us an example for a virtuous life, they are for us interces-
sors and helpers on the path of spiritual improvement and living
a daily Christian life. The New Testament people of God are an
assembly of heavenly and earthly Churches. The heavenly
Church includes: the Most Pure Theotokos, the angelic world
and all the saints and righteous. The earthly church is all Chris-
tians who profess the true faith in Christ the Savior, live accord-
ing to His commandments and are united among themselves by
the grace of the Holy Mysteries. Communication between the
earthly and heavenly Churches takes place thanks to our prayers
to the Lord, the Most Holy Mother of God, angels, and saints, as
well as thanks to their care for us and help on the way to the
Kingdom of Heaven.
God's holy ascetics and righteous people are in the heavenly
Jerusalem, near God's throne. They help and support Christians
with their prayers to God, with sacrificial love acquired thanks
to the Christian feat. The Book of Revelation teaches us about
the effectiveness of the prayers of the saints: "And the smoke of
the incense went up with the prayers of the saints, from the hand
of the angel, before God”. The Lord hears and listens to the
prayers of the saints: "The eyes of the Lord are on the righteous,
and His ears are turned to their prayer” (I Pt. 3, 12). They have a
special power before God, who enables them to carry out His
will in the lives of earthly people through their intercession and
help. Thus, the saints become, as it were, God's hands, with
which He performs His work of salvation: "God is wonderful
with His saints" (Ps. 67, 36).
That is why Christians pray to the saints, begging for their inter-
cession and asking them to intercede for us before the throne of
Almighty God.

Equal-to-the-Apostles Volodymyr and Olga,
Kyiv-Pechersk ascetics, Saint Josaphat, the Uman and Pratulin
martyrs, the righteous Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytskyj, Patri-
arch Josyf, Holy Martyr Mykolaj Chernetskyi and other ascetics,
martyrs and confessors of the 20th century — they are all our
friends, relatives, because they are similar to us: born in our peo-
ple, spoke our language, contemplated the beauty of our land.
With their ascetic life, Christian humility, steadfastness in faith
and sacrificial love, they defeated sin, the devil's temptations and
became worthy of God's incorruptible glory, becoming our heav-
enly intercessors and a kind of guideposts in how to lead a Chris-
tian life in order to reach the Kingdom of Heaven.

4. TO LEARN AND IMITATE THE LIVES OF THE
SAINTS AND RIGHTEOUS PEOPLE OF THE UKRAINIAN
PEOPLE

Dear in Christ! Having so many ascetics of spiritual
life, we, unfortunately, know little about them and
occasionally turn to their prayerful intercession. The
historical vicissitudes experienced by our Church
prevented us from glorifying our Christian saints,
martyrs and confessors with the glory of the saints.
Therefore, we urge everyone to get to know the un-
known and little-known pages of the "Lives of the
Saints" of our Church. We especially ask you to ask
for prayerful intercession to those who live in our
memory, who passed away recently, whom we our-
selves or our relatives or friends knew. Remember
and talk about the spiritual exploits of these good
and exemplary Christians. But first, ask for God's
favors for your personal, family and national life
through the prayerful mediation of the servant of
God, Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytskyj (in 2023, it will
be 65 years since the start of the canonical process of
beatification of this Ukrainian Moses, who received
the title of "righteous" a few years ago). Testify about
examples of the fruits of such prayerful intercession
that you or your relatives or friends have received.
Patriarch Josyf is another great Christian righteous
man and confessor of the 20th century. His life
passed in a whirlwind of complex and dramatic
events of the 20th century. Like no one else, he expe-
rienced the burdens and sufferings of that historical
period. His life fell during the time of revolutions and
two world wars, the collapse of empires and constant
changes in state borders. He went through imprison-
ment, exile, and eventually forced emigration. He
spent eighteen years in Soviet camps and prisons.
Patriarch Josyf combined the experiences of hun-
dreds of thousands or even millions of Ukrainians,
for whom these decades became a real "way of the
cross through thorns to the stars" (lat. via dolorosa
per aspera ad astra). During his 92-year-old life, Pa-
triarch Josyf did not look for landmarks in fleeting
ideas or vain hopes. In his message "On union in
Christ" (June 3, 1976), he addressed his flock with a

GREGORY PALAMAS

On the second Sunday of Great Lent, there is a great feast in the blessed city of Thessa- |
lonika, Greece. It is the feast of St. Gregory Palamas. On this day, the holy relics of the saint are
taken from the Church of St. Gregory in a procession throughout the city, escorted by bishops, | &
priests, sailors, policemen, and thousands of faithful. One wonders why his earthly remains are
still held in such great veneration. How could his bones remain incorruptible more than six hundred years after his
death? Indeed, St. Gregory’s life clearly explains these wondrous facts. It illustrates the inspired words of the apostles
that our bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit (see 1 Corinthians 6:19) and that we are "partakers of the divine na-
ture” (2 Peter 1:4).

St. Gregory was a living Gospel. God gave him the gift of healing, especially in the last three years before his
death. The Virgin Mary, the Apostle John, St. Dimitrios, St. Antony the Great, St. John Chrysostom, and angels of God
all appeared to him at different times. On the eve of his repose, St. John Chrysostom appeared to him in a vision. St.
Gregory Palamas fell asleep in the Lord on November 14, 1359. Nine years after his repose, a council in Constantinople
headed by Patriarch Philotheos (1354—1355, 1362—-1376) proclaimed the sainthood of Gregory Palamas. Patriarch Phi-
lotheos himself compiled the life and services for the saint.

When we hear in the Lenten Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, “The Light of Christ illumines all,” may we re-
member the call of the illumined Gregory for unceasing prayer and ascetic labor, that we be truly illumined by the light
of the Resurrection.

We ask you, dear ones in Christ, to submit written or
oral testimonies about Ukrainian spiritual ascetics,
martyrs and confessors to the Postulation Center for
the Beatification and Canonization of Saints of the
Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church or to its represent-
atives in our dioceses and exarchates.
The face of Ukrainian saints is not only the prayer
intercessors of the faithful of our Church, but also
the strong spiritual foundation of our nation and the
guarantee of its healthy future. Contemplating the
example of the lives of the ascetics of the faith of our
people, let us grow in faithfulness to Christ's Gospel
and realize the holiness to which the Lord calls us.
Let's learn about them, honor them, pray to them,
imitate them in our difficult time of war, so that, like
them, we can complete our journey of earthly life in a
dignified and correct way and deserve the crowns of
holiness in the Kingdom of Heaven!
