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B0k OF PSALMS

The book of Psalms is composed of individual songs, hymns, or poems, each of which is a "Psalm" in and of itself.
These works contain a wide variety of themes. Some Psalms focus on praising and worshipping God. Others cry out in
anguish over the pain of life. Still other Psalms look forward to the coming of the Messiah. While some Psalms are re-
lated, each has its own historical and biblical context. Underlying sense of trust and reassurance, knowing that God is
ultimately in control .

PsaLM 6

1 For the leader; with stringed instruments, “upon the eighth.” 2 Do not reprove me in your anger, Lord, nor
punish me in your wrath. 3 Have pity on me, Lord, for I am weak; heal me, Lord, for my bones are shudder-
ing. 4 My soul too is shuddering greatly- and you, Lord, how long...? 5 Turn back, Lord, rescue my soul;
save me because of your mercy. 6 For in death there is no remembrance of you. Who praises you in Sheol? 7 1
am wearied with sighing; all night long I drench my bed with tears; I soak my couch with weeping. 8 My eyes
are dimmed with sorrow, worn out because of all my foes. 9 Away from me, all who do evil! The Lord has
heard the sound of my weeping. 10 The Lord has heard my plea; the Lord will receive my prayer. 11 My
foeswill all be disgraced and will shudder greatly; they will turn back in sudden disgrace.

WHAT DOES PSALM CHAPTER 6 MEAN?
Seven psalms are labelled as "penitential" for their intense focus

on repentance from sin. These are Psalms 6, 32, 38, 51, 102, 130,
and 143. This example does not give details, so we're not sure
exactly what David is repenting for. What's clear is that he con-
nects this specific instance of physical suffering—possibly some
illness—to God's discipline (Psalm 6:1-3).

The situation is dire enough that David fears for his life. At least
some of his concern is related to his enemies. This might refer to
Philistines (1 Samuel 21:10-13), king Saul (I Samuel 19:2), or
his rebellious son, Absalom (Psalm 3). David pleads with God to
spare him, pointing out that a dead body does not worship or praise (Psalm 6:4-5).

Despite a period of fear and despair (Psalm 6.:6—7), David resolves that God will rescue him. He warns his
enemies to flee, knowing that the Lord has heard him and will respond (Psalm 6:8—10).

CHAPTER CONTEXT

This psalm is ascribed to David. No exact incident in David's life is identified in this passage. There seems to
be a connection to a disease or other health issue. He may have written it during his old age, when his son Ab-
salom rebelled against him (2 Samuel 15:12—14). Another possible inspiration is David's sorrow over his sin
with Bathsheba (Psalm 51; 2 Samuel 12:9). Psalm 6 is one of seven penitential psalms: songs expressing con-
fession and repentance. The other six are Psalms 32, 38, 51, 102, 130, and 143.
