eleven as they were sitting at
table, and He upbraided them for their lack of faith and
stubbornness”(Mark 16:14) and when He took them to the
mountain for His Ascension Matthew writes “When they saw
Him, they worshiped, but they doubted (Matthew 28:17). So
Thomas is not the only doubter, which is the reason for the
question mark at the heading of this article.

The focus of today’s Gospel reading- John 21:24-29) is not the
doubts of Thomas; Jesus is the center of the account. The
heart of the story is Jesus’ generous offer of Himself to
Thomas, just as Jesus offers Himself to us wherever we are at
in our own doubts and little faith. He is allowed to touch Jesus
wounds. Thomas is not censured, neither does Jesus censure
us. Jesus makes available to Thomas what he needs, just as He
gives to each of us what we need. Jesus presents His
Resurrected Body to Thomas and exhorts him, “do not be
unbelieving but believing.” Jesus graciousness leads Thomas
to a confession of belief.

The Gospel shows Jesus care for this troubled Apostle. This
story is a story of hope and promise; there are no judgments or
reprimands.
